Introduction


Motor vehicle injuries are one of the greatest public health threats to Native Communities across the United States. According to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, motor vehicle crashes and pedestrian-related injury are the leading causes of unintentional injury-related death among Native American adults 20 years and older. Adult motor vehicle-related death rates for Native Americans were more than twice that of Caucasians and almost twice that of African-Americans (CDC 2003)1. In addition, Native Americans have the highest percentage of alcohol-involved driver, passenger, and pedestrian fatalities of any ethnic group. (Voas et al, 2000)2. This combined with low usage of occupant protection creates an alarming yet preventable risk for both drivers and pedestrians in Indian communities. As awareness of this situation grows, programs are developed through many channels to help communities combat this deadly problem. Government agencies, schools and private organizations nationwide have implemented injury prevention programming targeted to American Indian/Alaska Native people.

The Native Programs Directory

This directory was developed under a contract from the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration with support from the National Highway and Traffic Safety Administration to highlight the many programs available to Native communities to combat motor vehicle related injury. Through the assembly of descriptive information on highway and traffic safety programs for AI/AN populations, the One Sky Center hopes to provide a centralized, organized repository of information that interested individuals can draw on to gain knowledge of current practices and/or further their own efforts.

Through this project, information on effective driver safety programs for Native adolescents/young adults will be collected and disseminated to schools and communities through the online Native Programs Directory at www.oneskycenter.org/oscservices/.

This directory is an initial collection of programs, representing the first phase of data collection in 2005. Collection for programs is ongoing, and additional programs will be placed in the online directory.

Criteria for Inclusion

Inclusion in this directory does not stipulate a program is an evidence-based program. The objective is to identify highway and traffic safety practices, and encourage the development of evidence for those that may become “Best Practices.” The programs selected for inclusion in this directory must meet one or more of the following criteria:

· Created especially for use in Native communities

· Currently in practice in a Native community

· Available for public use or replication and may be adapted for use in a Native community

The Prevention Framework

Figure 1 shows the organization of programs within a Prevention Framework. Programs fall into two main categories: Individual Strategies and Environmental Strategies. Within this framework, four categories for driver safety programs and materials were identified:

Individual Strategies:

1) Education and awareness building (injury by crash, occupant protection, alcohol effects, etc...)

2) Training/Skill building (initial driver's education training, simulations, safety seat installation)

Environmental Strategies:

3) Systemic improvements (public transportation development, road patrols, signage)

4) Creation of laws and policies (change BAC limit, create tribal courts, mandated insurance rebates)

a. Navajo Nation Community Safety Belt Program

	Description: In 1988, adult seat belt use in the Navajo Nation stood at 8 percent. The motor vehicle fatality rate was five times higher than that of the general population. Twelve percent of those involved in crashes were ejected from their vehicles. To improve this situation, the Navajos used a potent combination of partners and interventions. Project activities included seat belt roadblocks, child safety seat checkpoints, and public education using traditional Navajo motifs. Lessons were taught in the Navajo language, and volunteers met with people at gatherings to talk about the dangers of not using seat belts or child safety seats. Loaner car seats were provided by the Indian Health Service to families who could not afford to buy them.

The ultimate goal of the initiative was to increase seat belt use by 10 percentage points per year until 70 percent use was achieved. Methods included: 

· Passing a tribal seat belt law

· Decreasing motor vehicle-related injuries by five percent a year and fatalities by four percent a year through increased traffic enforcement

· Increasing use of child safety seats
The Navajo Nation's efforts to improve traffic safety received an Administrator's Highway Safety Program Award of Excellence in 1996.

	Description: The goal of the Community/Corridor Traffic Safety Project was to identify specific roadways on four North Dakota Reservations with a high incidence of fatal motor vehicle crashes. Targeted Reservations included the Three Affiliated Tribes (TAT), Turtle Mountain, Spirit Lake Dakota Nation and Standing Rock Sioux Tribe. After dangerous roadways were identified, a set of recommendations for their improvement was to be developed for submittal to the Tribal Council. Recommendations such as targeted hazard elimination and improved traffic safety programs for presentation to Reservation residents would be included.

Objectives were to: 

· Establish a process by which county officials and the White Earth Band can work together cooperatively to enhance public safety on the White Earth Reservation

· Provide the ability for county deputies to process violations of Tribal regulatory offenses in the Tribal Court

· Enable Tribal officers to enforce state criminal violations in the State Court

e. The Turtle Mountain Safe Communities Program

	Description: The Turtle Mountain Safe Communities Program serves residents of a Chippewa Indian Nation reservation in North Dakota. The program takes advantage of the Chippewa belief that life should be honored and respected by raising questions about the effects of alcohol, driving under the influence, and other risk behaviors on the well-being of tribal members. Program sponsored activities include "Ghost Outs," in which high school students take on the roles of young people killed by alcohol-related injuries to bring home the impact of such events; seat belt, school bus safety, and bicycle safety programs for elementary and middle school students, and legislative change that now allows tribal courts to more effectively sentence those convicted of driving under the influence. In 1999, the Turtle Mountain program was instrumental in founding the first American Indian chapter of MADD.

f. The Shoshone and Arapaho Tribes Safe Communities Program

	The Shoshone and Arapaho Tribes Safe Communities Program is located on the Wind River Reservation in Fort Washakie, Wyoming. The program began in 1999 after research indicated that only 18 percent of those riding in motor vehicles on the reservation used seat belts. The program's initial activities included creating a website (www.wrtsc.org) and using the EPI-6 Epidemiology Software to begin tracking crash and injury data. Over the past year, the program has used the "Little Convincer" (which simulates the impact of a motor vehicle crash) to teach kindergarten students about safety belts, participated in National Child Passenger Safety Week, and collaborated with the Wind River Law Enforcement Agency on speed checks, saturation patrols, and a seat belt campaign. The program is also working with a local elementary school to replace all the rural route number signs (many of which are worn or missing) so that Emergency Medical Services, fire, and law enforcement agencies can promptly locate the site of a collision or other emergency.

	Description:  The enforcement-focused message “Click It or Ticket” has been proven to provoke positive response among persons who are not persuaded by messages that focus on the life saving benefits of safety belts. People who persist in denying their vulnerability to crashes and death seem to be more accepting of the personal risk they face of being stopped, given a citation and paying a fine. 

The program consists of high visibility enforcement with an intense flurry of paid advertising and publicity about enforcement creates the heightened awareness and actual behavioral change we need to save lives.

	Description:  Click It or Ticket is a high-publicity law enforcement effort that gives people more of a reason to buckle up — the increased threat of a traffic ticket. Most people buckle up for safety. But for some people, it is the threat of the ticket that spurs them to put on a safety belt. In Click It or Ticket programs, law enforcement agencies are being asked to mobilize to focus on safety belt violations and publicize the stepped-up effort through news media and advertising. It is the two-pronged approach that makes these campaigns powerful: Not only are tickets issued to unbelted motorists, but the surrounding publicity ensures that people know they are more likely to get a ticket. This year alone, 100 tribal law enforcement agencies signed up to participate in the mobilization.

The Choctaw Community Injury Prevention Program was begun in 2000 to combat the reservation community's rising level of preventable injuries and accidental deaths. Due to their efforts, thousands of Choctaw children and adults were instructed in safety education. Hundreds of child safety seats and bicycle helmets were distributed, as well as over two thousand toddler and infant safety seats to Choctaw and non-Indian parents across the state of Mississippi. The program has encouraged a year of "Click It or Ticket" checks to ensure the appropriate use of safety equipment. “Click It or Ticket” inspections of 3,210 cars measured an increase in child seat belt and safety seat use from 63 to 78 percent over a ten-month period. 	The Federal Highway Administration Office of Safety sponsors research to improve pedestrian safety in Native Communities. American Indians have the highest rates of pedestrian injury and death per capita of any racial or ethnic group in the United States. This report examines contributing factors, gaps in data and information, and identifies successful strategies for addressing pedestrian injury among American Indian communities. Stories of four Native communities are listed below.

a. Preventing Alcohol Involved Pedestrian Fatality* in Laguna Pueblo and Navajo Nation*
	Description: In Gallup, New Mexico, American Indians often use the shoulder of the interstate as an intercommunity pedestrian trail that connects reservations to other local communities. Often, intoxicated pedestrians who use this trail are victims of pedestrian crashes and overexposure to the elements. A coalition of local municipalities and tribal governments sponsored a van that identified severely intoxicated pedestrians and put these individuals in protective custody and transported them to an alcohol detoxification program. Within six months of the inception, the project reduced public intoxication and pedestrian injury. However, some groups in the communities felt that the van program infringed upon the perceived rights of individuals who wanted to drink. Broad community support for the policy and enforcement by police resulted in improved safety to the pedestrians.

b. Safer Inter-Community Pedestrian Travel Along the State Highway* in Navajo Nation*
	Description: In response to a 117% increase in pedestrian crashes in the Navajo nation border counties of San Juan and McKinley in New Mexico, a coalition consisting of Navajo tribal officials, New Mexico State Highway and Transportation Department, Indian Health Service, Law Enforcement, and area substance abuse treatment professionals convened to address pedestrian safety in the area. 

Through a review of police reports, medical examiner’s investigation summaries, and the New Mexico State Highway and Transportation Department Traffic Safety Bureau records, pedestrian crash characteristics and locations were identified. Interviews were conducted with law enforcement officers, traffic engineers, and medical officials. Site-investigations were conducted to determine environmental factors and variables associated with the fatalities.

The coalition recommended the installation of street lighting along the identified highway segment to assist drivers in avoiding pedestrians along the roadway. The coalition also recommended that law enforcement remove intoxicated pedestrians from the roadside when possible. These safety countermeasures reduced the pedestrian death toll from 7-8 per year to 1-2 per year. No highway associated pedestrian fatalities were observed for three years after the installation of the lighting.

c. Promoting Walkability for Community Health and Safety at Zuni Pueblo*
	Description: In January of 2001 members of the Zuni community became increasingly aware and disturbed by the lack safe areas for walking and bicycling in their community. Members of the community came together to form the Zuni Walkability Advocacy Group (WAG), a group designed to research and resolve the issue of safety for pedestrians. Members of the Zuni WAG met once a month for a year as a working group, which identified the problems and developed specific solutions to address each problem. 

The first issue identified was lack of clear and visible crosswalks, so crosswalks were evaluated and repairs were made as needed. The research also concluded that school age children were struck at higher rates than any other group; therefore an education curriculum was created and incorporated into the schools on the Zuni reservation and surrounding area. WAG members also felt that it was not enough to educate school children, but felt that the public as a whole needed to be educated on safe driving and safe walking behavior. An education campaign was then created which involved several public service announcements, a media partnership with the community access channel, radio stations, and the local newspaper. 	Since 1985, CDC and the Indian Health Service (IHS) have had an interagency agreement to focus on surveillance, risk factor identification, technical assistance, and prevention measures to reduce injuries among Native Americans in the United States. Established in response to the high rates of injury among Native American populations, this successful partnership has become one of the longest-lived for CDC’s Injury Center. Activities and products include the following: 

· Native American Childhood Injury Mortality Atlas, 1989–1998.  Injury staff developed a color atlas detailing eight major causes of injury-related death, categorized by Indian Health Service regional Areas for Native Americans age 19 and younger from 1989 through 1998.  The executive summary of the atlas is available on CDC’s Injury Center website: www.cdc.gov/ncipc/pub-res/atlas-summary.

· Funding for effective strategies to reduce motor vehicle injuries among Native American tribes.  CDC funds Native American tribes to tailor, implement, and evaluate evidence-based effective strategies to reduce motor vehicle-related injuries among Native American communities.  These demonstration projects will apply recommendations from the Task Force on Community Preventive Services in a manner that is culturally appropriate for each Native American community.

· Training injury prevention practitioners.  CDC’s Injury Center staff serve on the IHS injury prevention training work group, which is revising and developing three week-long injury prevention training courses to educate IHS and tribal staff about community-based injury prevention.  The three courses follow the Public Health Model and cover introductory material through advanced injury prevention practice. Since the first course was conducted in 1985, hundreds of IHS and tribal staff members have been trained through the original IHS Introduction to Injury Prevention course, which has been instrumental in building capacity in injury prevention.

	The CDC awarded approximately $72,000 to each of four Native American tribes to design, implement, and evaluate effective injury prevention programs to reduce motor vehicle-related injuries and deaths among members of their communities. Program staff will implement interventions selected from The Guide to Community Preventive Services, a systematic review of community-based interventions.

	Each of these projects will work closely with local law enforcement, community traffic safety coalitions, medical staff, evaluation experts, and Indian Health Service injury prevention staff to reduce motor vehicle crashes on the reservations. The goal of this CDC/Tribal initiative is to better understand the barriers tribes face in addressing motor vehicle-related injuries and to develop a model for other tribes wishing to reduce the toll from motor vehicle crashes.

	This is a ninety-minute program presented in an auditorium to any group of drivers from high school students to corporate employees. The presentation demonstrates in a very dynamic and lively manner, with audience participation, how habits determine whether a non-event or a destructive crash takes place. Everyone in attendance is able to walk away from this presentation with methods and motivation that can reduce the risk of driving. This program teaches drivers some ten empowering habits to prevent any vehicle from turning into a monster.

The program will consist of an auditorium session with audience-centered activities. A few of the topics include risk versus gain decisions, balance and car control, how to use vision effectively and the “Gripometer”. The assembly soon realizes that it doesn’t matter what skills, or experience a driver has - when one goes merely 2 mph faster than the tires grip on the road surface, the vehicle turns into a monster. Some of the real-life situations that get drivers into trouble and which will be presented include driver inattentiveness, effects of speed and alcohol, entering a curve too fast, being surprised by something that pulls out, tires drop off the road, and being forced to make panic stops. The behaviors that can prevent these potentially disastrous situations are explored and demonstrated.
